The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by Chair Gabino Aguirre.

PUBLIC COMMENT

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Member Parks reported that she is the current Vice Chair of the Emergency Planning Council for
the County. Supervisor Long is the Chair. The membership is comprised of many different
entities from the private sector and the County. The group meets quarterly.

Member Morehouse reminded everyone of the 2010 census kick off and the importance of getting
realistic numbers.

Chair Aguirre reported that he and Member Holden sit on a subcommittee to address early
prisoner release. Member Holden commented that it would be foolish to think anyone will be
immune to the impacts of early release. We are faced with a “double negative” - unfunded
mandates that are also unscripted. No parameters have been set, no outreach, no background
or helpful information. Prisoners will be released with $200 and a bus ticket. The subcommittee
is looking at coordinated outreach with the County.

APPROVAL OF THE FINAL AGENDA
Member Holden made a motion to approve the Final Agenda. The motion was seconded by Vice
Chair Parvin and passed.




7. CONSENT CALENDAR
A. Minutes — Member Morehouse made a motion to adopt the Minutes of the
November 12, 2009 meeting. The motion was seconded by Member Holden and
passed, with Member Williamson abstaining.

8. ORDER OF BUSINESS

A. Ventura County’s Five-Year Review Report of Countywide Integrated Waste
Management Plan:
A power point presentation was provided by Bruce Belluschi, Manager, County
Integrated Waste Management Division, detailing the schedule and process for the 5
Year Update of the CIWMP.

Public Comment

Wayne Fishback, Simi Valley resident, provided a handout regarding the Countywide
Siting Element from 2001. There is a massive landfill in the process of being approved.
The Siting Plan needs to be revised, not just updated.

Kate Neiswender , representing residents fighting the landfill expansion, said that they
are being told the Siting Element is fine as itis. The law says it needs to be updated
under certain circumstances, including expansion. The Siting Elemement needs to be up
to date and valid. Currently, it does not meet 6 of the 13 pass/fail criteria of the California
Code of Regulations minimum siting criteria, which is not mentioned in this EIR. This
expansion is in conflict with the general plan for the County and the City of Simi Valley.

Member Holden made a motion to receive the Presentation. The motion was seconded
by Vice Chair Parvin and passed.

B. Budget Update : Member Williamson made a motion to receive and file the budget
update. The motion was seconded by Vice Chair Parvin and passed.

C. Einancial Audit Contract: Member Parks made a motion to approve an agreement with
Vavrinek, Trine, Day & Co., LLP for professional financial auditing services at a not-to
exceed cost of $2,300 for Fiscal Years 2009/2010. The motion was seconded by Member
Morehouse and passed.

D. _Administrative Committee Composition: Member Williamson made a motion to
designate Chair Aguirre, Vice Chair Parvin, Past Chair Miller and Member Morehouse as
the VCOG 2010 Administrative Committee. The motion was seconded by Vice Chair
Parvin and passed.

E. _2010 Legislative Program: Member Parks made a motion to adopt the 2010
Legislative Program with the following additional language to legislation regarding solid
waste: Oppose legislation that would restrict local jurisdictions from protecting, limiting, or
restricting landfill capacity. The motion was seconded by Member Morehouse and
passed.

F. SB 375 Recommendation: Holden/Morehouse
Member Holden made a motion to: 1) Adopt the recommendation of the SB 375 Joint
Subcommittee to choose the “Collaborative Process” in working with the Southern
California Association of Governments (SCAG) to address the requirements of SB 375
and the development of a regional Sustainable Community Strategy (SCS); 2) Adopt the
recommendation of the SB 375 Joint Subcommittee to retain the SB 375 Joint
Subcommittee as the oversight committee for SB 375 related work and to expand its
membership to include elected officials serving on SCAG’s Regional Council, currently,




Councilmember Glen Becerra, Simi Valley, Councilmember Bryan MacDonald, Oxnard
and Councilmember Carl Morehouse, San Buenaventura; and 3) Issue a joint letter with
the Ventura County Transportation Commission (VCTC) to SCAG stating that, Ventura
County, as a sub-region, is choosing the “Collaborative Process” rather than taking
“Delegation” for the purposes of SB 375 and the development of a regional Sustainable
Community Strategy (SCS). The motion was seconded by Member Morehouse and
passed.

9. AGENCY REPORTS
Southern California Association of Governments
Member Morehouse reported on 2 debriefings last Thursday, one being a report by Hassan
Ikhrata regarding what delegation would mean. There was also a presentation of the process
tying land use and transportation and the regional needs assessment process.

Ventura County Transportation Commission
Darren Kettle reported that VCTC is participating on the Emergency Planning Council as a major\
bus operator.

There was no further report from the Executive Director.

Discussion:

The Ventura Council of Governments (VCOG) and the Ventura County Transportation Commission
(VCTC) entered into a cooperative agreement on July 10, 2009 for the VCTC to administer the functions
and activities of VCOG which included the financial reporting responsibilities.

The City of Camarillo was handling the financial transactions for VCOG and continued to do so through
September 30, 2009. The City of Camarillo and VCTC began transitioning the financial records in
October and finished the transfer in November 2009.

The December 31, 2009 quarterly budget report indicates that revenues were approximately 100.4% of
the adopted budget while expenditures were approximately 80.1% of the adopted budget. Although the
percentage of the budget year completed is shown, be advised that neither the revenues nor the
expenditures occur on a percentage or monthly basis.

Discussion: The Ventura Council of Governments serves as the subregional organization supporting the
activities of the Southern California Association of Governments in Ventura County. In that capacity
VCOG is responsible for conducting SCAG Regional Councilmember District elections consistent with the
procedure established by SCAG. In the attached correspondence, SCAG has advised VCOG that it is
now time to call for candidates and schedule an election for the two year term for the SCAG Regional
Council District #46 representative. District #46 includes the cities of Simi Valley, Moorpark, and
Thousand Oaks and the seat is currently held by City of Simi Valley Councilmember Glen Becerra. The
seat is to be filled in advance of SCAG’s General Assembly scheduled to occur on May 6, 2010.

VCOG staff will distribute the announcement of the call for candidates to all eligible candidates, Mayors
and City Council members, and the City Clerks from the three cities, the week of March 15" with a
deadline to submit, in writing with signature, a self-nomination to the VCOG Executive Director by close of
business (5 pm), Thursday April 1, 2010. In the event of more than one nominee, an election shall occur
with the eligible electorate consisting of the all Mayors and Council members within the District.

Recommendation: Receive and File Status Report of 5 Year Review of CIWMP from County Integrated
Waste Management Division.

Discussion: Since the mid-1990s, the Ventura Council of Governments has served as Ventura County’s
solid waste Local Task Force (LTF) and as such serves in an advisory capacity to the Ventura County
Board of Supervisors. The County’s Integrated Waste Management Division Staff has served as staff to
VCOG as it performs its role as the Local Task Force. State law requires that the CIWMP and its various
elements be reviewed every five years. VCOG last reviewed the CIWMP in 2005 and concluded and
advised the Board of Supervisors that the Plan was adequate. At the January 2010 VCOG Board
meeting, County IWD staff briefed the Board on a proposed timeline and process that is anticipated for a
timely, transparent, and responsive review of the CIWMP.

County IWMD Staff has provided the attached memorandum describing progress made thus far in the 5
Year Review process.

In my presentation to your Board on January 14, 2010, | introduced the Countywide Integrated Waste
Management Plan (CIWMP) 5 Year Review and Report process and provided an anticipated timeline for
the process, one which involves multiple stakeholders including the County of Ventura, your Board, staff
from each of the ten Ventura County cities, and the State of California (CalRecycle). As you may recall, |
also informed your Board that, in the months following my presentation, all of the stakeholders in this
process would be comprehensively reviewing the various CIWMP elements and determining the
adequateness of the elements with respect to the plans of each Ventura County jurisdiction, including any
annual updates or amendments.

Of course, should this
process become delayed, a revised timeline will be provided to you prior to the next VCOG meeting in
May.

Recommendation: Receive presentation from Ted Knowlton of the Planning Center

Discussion: During the past several months the work on the “Compact for a Sustainable Ventura County
Phase II” has focused on compiling the results from the Phase | workshop with the six public workshops
held in September of 2009. Under the guidance of the Compact Steering Committee, three growth
scenarios have been developed from all of the input collected. Transportation models are currently being
created by the Southern California Association of Governments (SCAG) to measure the impacts and
differences of each of the three growth scenarios.

In April, a series of five “Sustainability Summits” are planned throughout Ventura County to discuss the
impacts and tradeoffs of each of the three growth scenarios developed through the Compact process.
The Sustainability Summits are scheduled as follows:

Ted Knowlton, Project Manager for the Planning Center, has provided the attached update on the
Compact and will provide a presentation outlining the three senarios and next steps for the Compact.















To be meaningful within this memo, the maps below are simplified to highlight where growth occurs
and how growth relates to transportation concepts. The actual simulations also explore various place
types across the county. Again, these simulations are explorations of broader growth concepts and
are not intended to be viewed as competing master plans for the county.
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Consequences to Quality of Life

The scenarios have been finalized only recently and the set of quality of life consequences are not
ready at the time this memo was prepared. Some initial benchmarks will be available at the meeting
on 3/11. Among other things, we will project the consequences to traffic congestion, hours and
distances of driving, transit ridership, air pollution, greenhouse gas emissions, water use, the cost of
local infrastructure, etc.

Sustainability Summits: April 2010

At the Sustainability Summits, and online through an in-depth questionnaire, residents will be asked
to consider how the form and location of tomorrow’s communities, roads, transit lines, agricultural
and open areas might impact long-term quality of life. The summits will include a discussion of why
each scenario has different impacts and the trade-offs embodied by each of the countywide growth
simulations. Residents will then pick their favorite elements of each scenario through live audience
keypad polling. Residents will also contemplate corresponding actions they would support in their
own communities to bring about their preferences.
