Recommendation:

Discussion:

Past VCOG practice has been to conduct officer elections and reorganize the Council in
January, including the installation of the previous year's chair-elect as chair. Chair-elect,
David Tennessen, automatically becomes VCOG chair as of March 12, 2026.

Additions/Deletions to the Agenda - There were no additions or deletions to the meeting
agenda, and no Consent Calendar Items were pulled for discussion.

Public Comment: There were no public comments.
Reports and Announcements from Council Members - There were no announcements.

Executive Director’s Report - David Pollock was unable to attend the meeting, but left a
written report, which included the following:

Southern California Economic Update (SCAG): SCAG’s Southern California Economic

Update (December 4), including an LA28 presentation on anticipated economic impacts
from the 2028 Olympic Games. The regional outlook was described as mixed, with strength
in sectors such as technology and Al, healthcare, and cargo and ports, but continued

concern about weak job growth and rising unemployment heading into 2026. Ventura
County indicators were described as resilient in some areas, but overall growth remains
modest amid affordability challenges and limited housing supply.

Ventura Regional Broadband Initiative (VRBI): The staff-level VRBI Working Group was
reactivated to advance recommendations into actionable policy and process improvements,
with emphasis on standardized permitting and construction practices, municipal broadband
profiles, and improved ISP coordination. Milestones included a Working Group session on
December 3 and a Standing Committee meeting on January 7. Cities reported progress on
deployments, including Aspire activations in Moorpark, completion of micro-trenching in
Simi Valley, and Ventura nearing an agreement with Astound, along with additional activity
in the 118 Valley and Santa Rosa areas and an AT&T “Fiber Over Air’ pilot in Port
Hueneme.

LATA Grant Reimbursement (CPUC): The LATA grant work (resulting in the VRBI report)
was completed, with EDC-VC having performed $365,501.95 in work that remains unpaid
due to CPUC reimbursement requirements. CPUC has agreed to a reimbursement process
using seven partial payments routed through VCOG. A budget amendment will be brought
forward at the January board meeting due to unanticipated expenditures in the adopted
2025-2026 budget.

REAP 2.0 Activities: REAP 2.0 technical assistance efforts related to the County’s ADU
Homeowner Tools (Program C), including an October 2 kick-off meeting and an RFP
released October 29. All four bench consultants declined to bid, and staff is coordinating
with SCAG to identify alternative qualified consultants. Ongoing REAP 2.0 work was also
reported, including a County study of inclusionary and commercial affordable housing
options, infill concept work for Simi Valley and Santa Paula, prohousing designation
assistance for the City of Ventura, and a proposed Fillmore feasibility project for residential
development along Highway 126.

Legislation: End-of-session legislation signed into law, including AB 1 (Connolly) on
insurance market reform, AB 992 (Irwin) on peace officer education standards, SB 79
(Wiener) on transit-oriented housing density, and SB 346 (Durazo) on short-term rental
enforcement.

SUBJECT: Proposed Revision to the REAP 2.0 Budget

DATE: March 12, 2026

Recommendation:

The Council should review and approve the proposed revision to the REAP 2.0 program
portion of the VCOG 2025/2026 budget.

Discussion:

The REAP 2.0 program, administered by SCAG and VCOG, promotes housing
construction throughout Ventura County and must be completed by June 30 of this year.
We contracted with Dr. Christopher Williamson to assist with administering the program
for VCOG.

As we develop the program and match city and county agencies with contractors, we
need to occasionally shift funding from one project to another. This does not affect our
overall budget or the total allocated to the program itself. We are simply shifting amounts
within the program.

In this amendment, we are asking for approval of our Council for the following budget
shifts:

e $3,000 from Task 6 to Task 4 in case the City of Ventura has more work for
Placeworks re Prohousing

e $ 9,000 from Task 6 to Task 5 Simi Valley extra work

e $12,000 comes from the EPS County study, which found part of the proposed
project infeasible and remains unspent.

e $3,000 from Task 2 (management) to Task 1 (administration) as Task 1 ran out of
funds - we still have 5 months of invoices, etc. - still under 5% admin total.
